Characterized by straighter grain with figuring along the face of the board

Taken from the very center of mature timbers, you will see overall shaped figuring throughout the center of the board enclosed on either side by straight, linear, rift sawn vertical grain along the edges.





The National Wood Flooring Association accepts any board as “Quarter Sawn” that has a 45 to 90 degree cut.  Here at Carlisle we grade for 60-90 degree only for a more cohesive look.
