Long popular in premium cabinetry and millwork, Birch makes a unique � oor in that each board has 
an intriguing combination of blond outer edges and warm amber center portions, with varying grain 
patterns ranging from subtle swirls to highly � gured � ame.

Sustainably harvested in New Hampshire, Vermont and Maine, where this hardwood thrives under 
slow growing conditions, producing more heartwood and larger boards.

Only the center portions of the best logs are speci� ed. Boards cut from this highly prized heartwood 
are then further graded and culled by our small local sawyers for the � nest grain, richest coloration, and 
unrivaled lengths and widths.
 Slowly air dried for up to a year and � nally kiln dried in small batches for maximum stability, then 
precisely milled one board at a time.

Our proprietary grading and slow double curing allow all our wood to be installed over concrete or radiant heat.
