- Features and Bene� ts -
This is the original wide plank � oor that Dale Carlisle started crafting in the 1960s to replicate the � oors of 
the early New England colonists. Valued for its even grain structure, unique knotting and warm coloring, 
which is less reddish than Southern Heart Pine.

It is still our most popular � oor.

Sustainably harvested at full maturity in New Hampshire, Vermont and Maine, where the cool climate and 
slow growth produce the longest, widest and densest boards in the industry.

Only the center portions of the best logs are speci� ed. Boards cut from this highly prized heart wood 
are then further graded and culled by our small local sawyers for the � nest grain, richest coloration and 
unrivaled lengths and widths.
 Slowly air dried for up to a year and then kiln dried in small batches for maximum stability, then precisely 
milled one board at a time.

Our proprietary grading and slow double curing allow all our wood to be installed over concrete or radiant heat.
