If you thought Red Oak was “too common,” think again! In the hands of Carlisle craftsmen, it can be 
turned into a striking modern or rustic � oor and most anything in between.

Much of today’s cheaper Red Oak strip � ooring comes from warmer climates, where it grows fast and produces 
an unattractive combination of grain. But Carlisle sustainably harvests this hardwood exclusively in Maine, 
New Hampshire and Vermont, where slow growth produces tight, consistent grain and maximum heartwood.  

Only the center portions of the best logs are speci� ed. Boards cut from this highly prized heartwood 
are then further graded and culled by our small local sawyers for the � nest grain, richest coloration and 
unrivaled lengths and widths.
 Slowly air dried for up to a year and then kiln dried in small batches for maximum stability, then precisely 
milled one board at a time.

Our proprietary grading and slow double curing allow all of our wood to be installed over concrete or radiant heat.
